NOTE: T1 for 911 is a connection directly to the 911 Selective Router switch, AT&T will design to the Master Location of the 911 Selective Router switch, will be provided on FOC [Firm Order Confirmation].
· West  Region: Applicable 11 or 8 character CLLI code of the 911 MUXLOC/Hub 

NOTE: T1 for 911 is a connection to the 911 Hub/Mux locations, refer to the W – Selective Router Table document (columns ‘J’ and ‘K’) posted to Prime Access: https://primeaccess.att.com/shell.cfm?section=4931

	Additional T1 information:

· Once FOC is received and RID has passed on the ‘Access T1’ ASR, the ‘Type 2C Trunk-only’ ASR can be submitted.  
· On FOC the T1 CFA/ECCKT should have an “E” in facility designation, as example: 101E/T1ZF (identifies Emergency Services)
· NOTE: These guidelines are for only the T1 facility that will support Type 2C 911 trunks (DS0s) at an AT&T 911 Selective Router/SECLOC (i.e. HLWDCA01CT9, FTWOTXED1ED, ROCHMIMNDS0).  They are NOT for meet-point billed (MPB) T1s that may be used for 911 services at a non-AT&T switch/central office (i.e., BRSWCAXH1ED).  Those ASRs should be treated BAU (business as usual) for a MPB T1 facility out of Access Tariff between AT&T and another ILEC, because the MPB  T1 is not used for 911 svcs at an AT&T Selective Router/SECLOC (i.e., Facility ACTL in AT&T territory and SECLOC in ILEC territory.)


	Type 2C 911 Trunk ASR (trunk only ASR):

· Must have T1 CFA prior to Trunk ASR issuance

· WSP obtains the dESN assignment from the applicable E911 PSAP/Customer 
· May also refer to the following Prime Access web site for ASR Examples:

· State = Select a State

· Product Classification = “M” Wireless Trunking

· Product = Wireless Trunking, select Search
